The USEF’s goal is to raise awareness of the needs of the Fallen Soldier and
their families, while also providing much-needed access to financial resources,
medical assistance, emotional support and social networking between families
and the troops abroad.

This fall, The USEF was selected by the Los Angeles City Council to be the
official charity and co-producer of Hollywood’s legendary Santa Parade --
providing The USEF with the necessary funds to continue their important work
providing for Fallen Soldiers and their families.
